	The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting. Cllr Bates kindly agreed to submit the report for the Village Link this month. 

CHPC976/26– APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE
Apologies were received from Cllrs Martin and Rowland prior to the meeting.

CHPC977/26– TO APPROVE THE MINUTES OF THE MEETING DATED 13TH NOVEMBER 2025 
The minutes of the meeting had previously been circulated to all Parish Councillors via email. The Chairman asked if everyone present was happy to approve the minutes of the previous meeting held. Cllr Bryce proposed their approval, and Cllr Whyman seconded the proposal.
CORRECT SPELLING – Cllr Bryce, Peter Beale. Cllr Bates raised the query about the payment for the website. Action – to request removal of the old website.

CHPC978/26- DECLARATION OF INTEREST ON ANY ITEMS ON AGENDA
The Chair asked if there were any declarations of interest for any items on the agenda. Cllrs Byrce,  Bostock signed the declarations of interest. 

CHPC979/26– MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES OF THE MEETING DATED 13TH NOVEMBER 2025
The Chair asked Council members if they had any matters arising from the minutes.
No matters raised. 
Cllr Bryce says there is a new pole near his drive, it has taken just over a year to sort this out.  

CHPC980/26 ADJOURNMENT FOR REPORTS FROM COUNTY AND DISTRICT COUNCILLORS’ AND COMMENTS FROM MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC        
No report from county  or district councillors received on this occasion.

Cllr Whyman says he is open to answer any questions. No questions raised.

Members of public.
The Chair opened the public session.
Graham White, from Claremont Cottage, said he is concerned about the speed of traffic on the lane where his property is located. He explained that he had spoken with a police officer, who confirmed that a speed monitoring strip had been placed at this location and that only one speeding incident was recorded over the course of a week.
The police informed him that road signage is the responsibility of the Parish Council. Graham suggested that a 40 mph flashing sign, used as a reminder, might be more noticeable and help raise awareness. He stated that this is an accident-prone area. He also confirmed that he has emailed Matthew Hicks and Marc Rowland.
Graham said that residents in this area are not part of the village and feel left out. He expressed frustration at the difficulty in receiving responses or seeing any action taken.
Graham asked about parking on junction of Duke Street & A1071. The Chair confirmed that this would be followed up later in the meeting. The Chair also said he would write to Cllr Christopher Hudson regarding the signage.
The Chair asked whether the flooding issue had improved in this area following the last remedial works. Graham explained that there has been a slight improvement, but a large puddle still forms during periods of rain.
Cllr Bryce mentioned that upcoming pylon works may also have an impact on this area and advised that the situation should continue to be monitored.

The public session closed.

CHPC981/26-PLANNING

The chair opens this part of the meeting and introduces the first application.

Comments on the application described above by 12th December 2025

Explained this is called ‘land adjacent to the cottage on Duke Street’ and circulated drawings for the proposed planning application. The footprint is identical to that of a previously refused application, and the newly proposed plan shows no changes when compared with the earlier rejected drawings.
Councillors discussed the application and suggested that an objection be raised, based on the reasons for the previous refusal. It was noted that the proposal is not in line with the PC draft Neighbourhood Plan.

Cllr John Wyman leaves the room for this application.
The Chair introduces this application and shares the plans.

CHPC982/26– CIL UPDATE 
No update currently, one school LED sign has twisted in the wind, the other one is lit up only partially. Says the Christmas holidays have already been covered for it to close down. The school can have access to the app if there are any other events during these. 

CHPC983/26- NEIGHBOURHOOD PLAN UPDATE 
Cllr Peter Eaton reported that there is currently no update, as no response has been received from Ian Poole. Cllrs Eaton and Bates have been chasing an update and will circulate further information once it is received.
Cllr Bates spoke about affordable housing as part of the Neighbourhood Plan. She noted that there is a plot of land in Chattisham that could be suitable for this type of development. She explained that the Government’s social and affordable housing programme is expected to commence shortly and that there are funding options available which could be applied for to support such a scheme.
Councillors discussed the proposed location and noted that access would be a matter for the planning department. Cllr Whyman highlighted the importance of reviewing offers of this nature carefully, to ensure that there is genuinely no way to make them work for the local community. While there may be more ideal locations, there are often ways to make proposals viable.
It was noted that Chattisham is scheduled for 30 homes over the next 20 years in any case. A scheme of this nature would offer greater control over residency, with the properties held in a trust, and was considered a valuable opportunity for the community.

CHPC984/26- COMMUNITY COUNCIL FUNDING REQUEST
The Chair opened this item and introduced all attendees present for the request. He noted that there was a slight difference in the revised proposal that had been circulated earlier that evening.
Cllr Hammon referred to several items covered within the request and highlighted some of the costs that are incurred.
Cllr Whyman provided an overview of the precept, explaining how it compares with other parishes in the area. It was noted that the parish has the lowest precept per household locally. He added that the way the request had been presented could be improved and that the level of activity and expenditure by the Community Council is significant, particularly in relation to ongoing maintenance such as tree management.
Cllr Bryce suggested that, historically, the Council would request sight of the Community Council’s accounts before agreeing to add to the precept.
Councillors discussed the matter in detail. Cllr Bryce confirmed that information relating to the Community Council’s accounts is available.
Cllr Whyman gave the example of Capel, where funds are held in reserve and then paid out upon receipt of invoices. 
The Council proposes to precept £3,000 for this year in support of the Community Council. Proposed by Cllr Whyman seconded by Cllr Cox, agreed by 8 councillors.

CHPC985/26- DRAFT PRECEPT
The Clerk went through the precept figures in detail. Councillors held an in-depth discussion on several cost items, with most items being agreed.
An updated version will be circulated prior to the next meeting.

CHPC986/26– FINANCE
The Chairman read out the items on the finance section of the agenda;

It was agreed on block that the finance items be paid Cllr Archer proposed and Cllr Bryce seconded. Agreed by all. 
CHPC987/26– REPORTS FROM PARISH COUNCILLORS
The Chair opened this section of the meeting by inviting Councillors to share any updates.

Cllr Bryce reported that the telephone post at Policeman’s Corner is now sorted.

Cllr Whyman raised concerns that parking on Duke Street is very dangerous. He also mentioned that, in Cllr Martin’s absence, some progress has been made in relation to Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) funding for a footpath raised previously.

Cllr Peter Eaton also commented on parking issues, stating that the area is not suitable for HGVs and that sightlines have been damaged by HGV movements. He said he has been advised to write to Cllr Hudson and will send a photograph to the Chair. He added that due to road closures elsewhere, buses have been using this access.

The Chair referred to proposals received from the District Council and Suffolk County Council with regard to the local government reorganisation. He suggested that Councillors take some time to consider the information and that he, together with Cllr Eaton, would collate a response. Cllr Eaton agreed that it would be worth considering the suggested changes. Councillors debated the proposed changes.
Councillors were reminded that the Christmas dinner will take place next Tuesday at The George for those participating.

Further discussion took place regarding parking on Duke Street, including reference to an accident that occurred earlier that evening. It was noted that parking at the junction on Duke Street is particularly difficult. The Chair confirmed that all vehicles had been checked and were legally parked. He invited suggestions from Councillors.

Cllr Bostock asked whether it would be possible to install a street light at the location. Councillors discussed that visibility of parked vehicles can be poor at times. While additional lighting could improve visibility, it would not resolve the underlying parking issue.
Cllr Bryce suggested that the matter should be reported to the police, as the junction poses a danger and may be contrary to the Highway Code.

The Chair noted that Andrew Winwood, the Council’s internal auditor, had not received a thank-you token earlier in the year and confirmed that a Christmas thank-you would be arranged on behalf of the Council.

A complaint had been received regarding fireworks at Hintlesham Golf Club. No prior notifications had been circulated. The Chair noted that while there are no formal rules, a courtesy notice would be appreciated.
It was also noted that a Village Hall building seminar will be taking place shortly.
